A: Grounds relating to criminal convictions

Article 57(1) of Directive 2014/24/EU sets out the following reasons for exclusion
Participation in a criminal organisation

Corruption
Has the economic operator itself or any person who is a member of its administrative, 
management or supervisory body or has powers of representation, decision or control 
therein been the subject of a conviction by final judgment for corruption, by a conviction 
rendered at the most five years ago or in which an exclusion period set out directly in the 
conviction continues to be applicable?

Fraud

rendered at the most five years ago or in which an exclusion period set out directly in the 
conviction continues to be applicable?

Terrorist offences or offences linked to terrorist activities

C: Technical and professional ability

require up to three years and allow experience dating from more than three years.

Requirement
The tenderer must demonstrate in the tender that in the last five (5) years 
before the tender submission deadline, they have provided or are still 
providing quality service of tendering access to an online database of 
regulatory information in the fields of electronic communications, media, 
postal services, radio spectrum, digital economy, and competition law to 
national European regulatory bodies, in a manner and to at least the same 
extent as anticipated by this public procurement. The tenderer proves this 
condition by listing all national European regulatory bodies for which the 
tenderer has implemented or is implementing the technical solution in the 
manner it will be implemented for the client of this specific public 
procurement (FORM-6) and attaches at least five (5) references from such 
Clients (FORM-5). If more than one tenderer fulfils the condition, the client 
shall select among all appropriate tenderers the one with the highest 
number of aforementioned clients to whom the tenderer already provides 
or has provided the technical solution subject to public procurement in the 
past five (5) years.

Allowance of checks
For complex products or services to be supplied or, exceptionally, for products or services 
which are required for a special purpose: The economic operator will allow checks to be 
conducted on the production capacities or the technical capacity of the economic operator 
and, where necessary, on the means of study and research which are available to it and on 
the quality control measures? The check is to be performed by the contracting authority or, 
in case the latter consents to this, on its behalf by a competent official body of the country in 
which the supplier or service provider is established.

Requirement
The tenderer selected as the most favourable shall be requested by the client to 
provide a 14-day free full access trial to the services consistent with the subject of 
the public procurement and the requirements from these technical specifications. 
The most favorable tenderer shall send the URL, username, and password for 
accessing the online database for the purpose of verifying the suitability of the 
solution provided, upon the client's request during the tender verification phase. 
Documents: The most favourable tenderer must provide the client with a free trial 
access to their online regulatory content database within the deadline set by the 
client in the call.

Subcontracting proportion
The economic operator intends possibly to subcontract the following proportion (i.e.
